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BULGARIAN-ARABIC RELATIONS UNDER THE REIGN
OF TSAR SIMEON I THE GREAT (893-927)
AND A MITHOLOGEME IN THE HISTORY TEXTBOOKS

Abstract. The present article represents the problem connected with the
diplomatic relations between the Bulgarian tsar Simeon and the Arabic caliph
Al-Mahdi which had as a purpose the signing of a political treaty against the
Byzantines. In this survey the wrong interpretation of the events in the Bulgarian
historiography that there were negotiations with the Egypt arabs is disproved. If we
know the history of the Fatimid Caliphate it will be clear for us that Al-Mahdi didn’t
rule Egypt and his state was situated in the area Ifriqiya (the present-day Tunisia and
some parts of Libya and Algeria). At the beginning the residence of the caliph was
in Raggqada — the suburb of Kairouan (present Tunisia). In 921 its capital was moved
to Mahdia (present Tunisia) on the Mediterranean Sea.
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
