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JEWISH COMMUNITIES IN SOUTHERN ITALY DURING
THE MIDDLE AGES
(JEWISH PRESENCE IN APULIA - VII - XII CENTURY)

Abstract. The topic of the article is the history of the Jews of Apulia. Their

communities in such cities as Oria, Taranto, Bari and Trani reached a highpoint
during the Midle Ages. Toleration of the Jews in Apulia came to end when the
Apulia, as well as other parts of southern Italy fell to the Kingdom of Naples. King
Charles II of Anjou ordered the forced baptism of all Jews in his realm. Many Apulian
Jews fled to neighboring central Italy and northern Italy. Many also moved to the
Germanic areas of central Europe. All synagogoues at that time were converted into
Roman Catholic Churches and all Torah academies were closed.
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
