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INTENTIONALITY AND CONSCIOUSNESS:
AN ATTEMPT FOR REVELATION OF MYSTICAL
EXPERIENCE AS ORDINARY UNINTENTIONAL
CONSCIOUSNESS

Abstract. Perhaps the most widely accepted definition of consciousness is the
one that it has an intentional directedness: it is a consciousness of something, an
objective consciousness (Brentano, Husserl). Husserl speaks of the existence of such
contents of consciousness, which are objectless, unintentional. Mystical experience
is a concept which includes idiosyncratic experiences of union with a deity or a
principle, a union with a variety of unique traits. In this article, an attempt is made
to define mystical experience as an experience which consists of unintentional
content of consciousness. In this way, mystical experience can be demystified and
revealed as an ordinary state of consciousness, a consciousness inherent only to
man. The positives of the experience are not negated but rather from the theoretical
perspective of the discipline of neurotheology mystical experience is defined as
an ordinary human state, even in the face of the difficulties of its definition and
description.
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
