There is
a short analysis of the most important articles, essays and organizations created by
Garrison for the period 1831-1865. The extremely abundant breadth of his work
permit and contact with different perspectives from both - his contemporaries and
by modern historiography. The lack of dialogue on this topic during the last decades
makes this problem interesting for studying and analyzing.
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
