He inspires dreams,
faith in God and a better life, which can come true only by the labour of hands, mind
and heart. He raises the curtains of the mystery of childhood in a profound and warm
manner in order to help us delicately understand and love a child.

The life of Janusz Korczak was really hard but beautiful with its deeds. He went through
the sufferings of three wars, through the grief and misery of the hospitals, through the
cares and joys of childhood until that August day of 1942 when he was executed by the gas
chambers of Treblinka along with the children of his“Orphanage”! A life filled with quiet
heroism and inspiring through its commitment to children and humanism!

2012 is declared the year of Janusz Korczak! Let us more often, in joys and difficulties, turn
to the life and work of the exceptional pedagogue, writer, doctor and humanist. Let us meet his
spiritual richness and that wisdom and understanding towards the world and children that he has. 1
believe this will help us educate our children better, love each other more, make life more righteous,
live more happily and beautifully!

AND FATHER OF THE CHILDREN (1878-1942)

Please allow me to present my heartfelt compliments to the academic faculty of the South-
Western University*“Neofit Rilski” for the decision to focus the theme of your conference
on the life work and memory of a great person of Jewish origin, who proved through his
actions his devotion and love for all people and especially the children. A person, who was
ready to risk his life and even the one of the children, by letting himself be captured by the
Nazis who doom to a cruel death him, the children and 6 million more Jews.

This wonderful person is Janusz Korczak, a Polish doctor, a teacher, a writer, a journalist
and a public figure. Through all his life Janusz Korczak never seizes to improve and excel in the
sphere of pediatrics and literature, simultaneously working for the good of Poland, of the army
and the whole society with his inspiring sensitivity towards the weak and the poor. Children
would gather at his home to receive thorough education based on Korczak’s life-long studies,
which he acquires both in the academic institutions and through self-education.

Their troubles inspire him to establish the first orphanage, which he
runs throughout his whole life until the day he was sent together with all the children to
the death camp in Treblinka.

Even at the very end of his life time Janusz Korczak shows his amazing generosity
and example of dedication and responsibility, by not letting the children depart alone on
the trains. He makes sure they walk with their heads up high, wearing their best clothes
as if they were walking towards new chances and opportunities. He was said to know the
purpose of their trip but never shared it with the children. He walked the path to the train
with them, declining the opportunity to stay in Warsaw the Nazis gave him.

Without any doubt the Jewish-Polish activity of Janusz Korczak in his educational
role, his life philosophy are a honorable and dignified example for every society, they have
reached the peak of human beauty, based on wonderful and noble values deriving from
the Torah. All of them leading to one central commandment in the name of society and
humanity —You shall love your neighbor as yourself”.

The life work of Janusz Korczak and his remarkable virtues are serving us as an example in the
upbringing and education of our children and will continue to be such for the generations to come.

ADDRESS OF HIS EXCELLENCY LESZEK HENSEL
ON THE YEAR OF JANUSZ KORCZAK

On September 16, 2011, the Polish Parliament voted 2012 as the Year of Janusz Korczak,
thereby underlining that the educational philosophy he created shows adults how to love a
child. And how to base their pedagogic work on values that can be described as morale of a
person that can always be trusted.

Janusz Korczak wrote:*“The child is like a paper densely filled with minute hieroglyphs,
and you will be able to read only part of them. Another part you can erase and fill in a
content of your own. Terrible law. No, magnificent one! It gives each child the first link of
the immortal chain of generations. Look for this hidden particle of yourself in this child.
Perhaps you will see it, maybe you will even develop it”. Korczak himself, the Jewish of
Polish origin Henryk Goldszmit, lost his father at a very early age.

Exactly 100 years ago, in Warsaw, Korczak established an orphanage and introduced
there unique educational programme. And used innovative for its time educational techniques
such as Children's Education Board, Court of Peers, Bulletin Board, thematic duty hours.

In 1918, Korczak published a book of essays titled“How to Love a Child. The Child in
the Family” where he conveyed his pedagogical credo: the child's right to choose death, the
right to live the present day, to be himself. For being able to implement these postulates,
Korczak became children's protector and advocate. We can say that he became in fact the
father of the Children's Rights Ombudsman institution that works today in many countries
worldwide. It was established in Poland in 2000.

Korczak was a very restive and insubordinate person: radical, uncompromising and
provocative. Let us pay attention to other personal features pinpointed by people who knew
him: public sensitivity and commitment.

At atime when Europe is focusing on the crisis and fiscal issues, it is worth remembering
the works of this Polish teacher. And to never forget that - despite all problems that surround
us, we must never lose touch of the surrounding world and the people that live in.

One of the Polish researchers of Korczak's life and works draws a parallel between his
legacy and Albert Schweitzer’s one. Both dedicate their lives to new challenges, one taking
care after orphans, other helping leprosy patients in Africa. Both felt successful at work and
regarded themselves as people that reached professional success.

The fact that we still remember people like Schweitzer and Korczak is the best evidence
of what Albert Einstein wrote about the former*. In many people there has to exist some
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indestructible good kernel, otherwise the greatness of Schweitzer would not have attract
them”.

This, along with the famous statement of Korczak*The child is a person” was the reason
— thanks to the Polish initiative, to be made a Convention on the Child Rights, based on the
works of Janusz Korczak. The document, adopted by the UN in 1989 was ratified by 193
countries.

Nahum Bauman, witness of children's deportation from the Warsaw ghetto to Treblinka,
wrote: “Korczak headed the procession. No! I will never forget this picture. This was not
a march toward the carriages, rather an organised silent protest against evil! (...) These
was the first Jewish line going to face death with dignity, casting towards the Barbarians
glances full of contempt. (...) When the Germans saw Korczak, they asked: Who is this
man? He was followed by children from other orphanages and homes, along with teachers
and tutors”.

This pathos-replete scene was subject to doubt by some other witnesses of this events.
Proved fact is that on 6 August 1942 Janusz Korczak, along with his long-time female
colleague and 192 children from the Orphan's Home were taken to the cars and were
transported to the extermination camp at Treblinka. Korczak was over 60 years of age (his
exact date of birth is unknown). He was weak and ill but when he was offered to abandon
his children and rescue himself, he refused. He escorted them on their last journey.

Korczak left works in the field of pedagogy, as well as child books, among which King
Matt the First, also well-known in Bulgaria. There remains the memory of an exquisite
person, often simply called the Old Doctor or Mr. Doctor.

I am happy that today, 70 years after the death of this physician, writer and great
pedagogue, his works are a source of inspiration for the Bulgarian pedagogic community.
And two reputed Bulgarian universities, the Sofia University and the South Western
University, have decided to dedicate scientific conferences in his honour.

Eminent Polish philosopher and expert on Korczak's work, Prof. Andrzej Menzel of
the University of Warsaw, once said:“The Korczak work is an answer to a challenge; to
him that challenge is the world he has to live in, dominated by a fight to survive, violence,
lawlessness, humiliation and subjugation of the weaker.” Children are the weakest in this
world. It is them living on the street, the orphans, the homeless and nameless children
become center stage in the mind of Korczak, as well as in his entire practical activities”.

I wish you a successful conference work. I am sure that the truth in Korczak's works can
inspire the new generation of pedagogues. And do your work in the name of the simple truth

he wrote down:*“The child is a person”.
