KEEP THE SPECIFICITIES OF KINDERGARTENS!

I came two years ago with a group of Belgian students in order to have
a view of Bulgarian kindergartens, and came again last month for the 5Sth
national conference on preschool education. There are much common points
between Belgium and Bulgaria, and I can say that our kindergartens are also
very similar: made to offer the most adapted learning world for our children
before they start primary school. In Belgium, the first changes of children’s
nurseries into kindergartens were observed around 1870; hundred forty years
ago, nearly in the same time that in Bulgaria! And the first official curriculum
for frobelian kindergartens was published in 1890. In that period, the influence
of Friedrich Frobel widely spread over Europe and laid the foundations
of preschool pedagogy... A family conception of education, intimacy and
trustworthy environment, interest for the child development, importance of
learning through play and manipulations, importance of the arrangement inside
the classroom and of course for the nature outside.

An important thing Bulgaria and Belgium have in common is the fact
that the teacher training for preschool education is specific to kindergartens,
contrary to some other countries where the training is the same for preschool
and primary school teachers. Today, in the European context of higher
education harmonization, to defend a specific training for preschool teachers
is essential for me. To continue training specialists in kindergartens means
strongly asserting the specificities of children less than 7 years of age, it
means maintaining the child in the centre of preschool pedagogy, and help
kindergartens to maintain its specificities and not become a ,,pre-primary*
school. Pre-school education in Belgium has been partially involved in a kind
of ,,pre-primary evolution® during the 70s. In this time, our programs were
completely reshaped and began to be drawn up in terms of school subjects:
mathematics, science, geography, history, arts... In so doing, considerations
focusing on child development, everyday life in the classroom, nature... has
been left out. We partially then lost the contact with the global vision of
Frobel, Montessori, Dewey, Decroly... And it’s today very difficult to correct
this error. At this beginning of 21th century, the most important thing for
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Keep the Specificities of Kindergartens!

the governments which try to adapt the programs for their kindergartens
is probably to think about modern, forward-looking curricula, but which
maintain the specificities of the preschool education.

Modernize the preschool education doesn’t not necessarily mean that we have to
change it into a little primary school! To consider kindergartens as complex systems,
which get organized around many parameters in interaction that we have to balance
carefully, can help us to think about the consequences of every modification. The
advantage of a systemic approach, compared with an analytic one, is to always look
to firstly understand the balance of the situation before acting on the elements which
compose it. In fact, if you don’t work from within the existing system, the elements
which you are trying to change will have the tendency to oppose resistance, and
maintain their initial status. On the contrary, if you impose strongly a modification
of one of the parameters in a system, the balance of the other elements will be
obliged to change in consequence. In this perspective, we can consider that a
program changes have to be made with considerations of the existing system, and
so have to rethink the balance from each of the elements that compose it, rather than
acting on only one element without worrying about the others. I will develop here
3 examples of specific parameters which I was able to observe from the Bulgarian
preschool education system.

The space:

The first thing which impressed me during my first visits in Bulgaria was the
greatness and the luminosity of the classes. The space is an extremely important
parameter. What is available? How is it arranged? How the movements in the
class and into the school are made? Do spaces communicate between them?
Are they opened towards the outside? So many fundamental questions that it’s
important to take time to examine attentively. For example, we can notice in
Bulgaria that the furniture is generally arranged along walls, which gives to
the Bulgarian classroom a spacious aspect which our classes in Belgium don’t
have because furniture is arranged in the center and separate the class in several
small different spaces. The advantage of the Bulgarian arrangement is to offer
a more important degree of modularity because the central space of the class
can be easily modified by adding tables, modules of games, groundsheet, etc.
The Belgian classes offer less modularity but allow organizing until 5 or 6
different activities at the same time, and offers to the child a bigger diversity and
mobility. In the same subject, the arrangements of the primary school, which is
more adapted to the activities which are led there, reduce the modularity and
the mobility! We see it through this first example, the way is organized the
space of the class has direct consequences on the management of the group,
the methodology, the pedagogy... and conversely, the educational choices will
have consequences on the way the space must be organized. From then on, it

is unthinkable to imagine defining a program of activities without taking into
account such a parameter.

The time:

Another example of important parameter is the management of the time:
it concerns the rhythm of the activities, of course, but also the alternation
which is chosen, the simultaneous holding of various activities or not, or the
general organization of the days, weeks and years... When visiting a Bulgarian
kindergarten, several indications of how the time is being considered can be
observed. In the classroom, we see that time is being given for the children
arriving in the morning, allowing the group to take its time to form before the
start of pedagogical activities. This transition between the worlds of the home and
the world of the school is fundamental for the child; you can immediately feel it,
thanks to this warm atmosphere where children literally feel at home! The place is
left for the free times also, and for activities of dance, music, exercises or outdoor
play... There is still the presence of beautiful rooms that show that the daily nap
is considered as an important moment of the day. It is clear that programs have to
consider these specific characteristics of management of the time in kindergartens.
We can moreover notice that in the other levels of education, the question of the
daily, weekly and annual rhythms have been only too little and too late envisaged,
giving rise today to analyses of the sometimes very bad effects of the school
timetables which some of the programs engender actually!

The activities:

In each of my visits, I also had the opportunity to observe activities. These
allow realizing the flexibility of the Bulgarian teachers and the wealth offered
by the kindergartens. I saw observations, handling, drawing, reading, artistic
expression, theatre, physical activities, music, dance, educational games, indoors
and outdoors activities... We can notice thus in the first place a big diversity of
the activities, but also the fact that the start point of all those activities was the
real life: the needs of the children, their centers of interests, their environment,
the nature... Once again, we could notice the importance of the frame given
by the program for this parameter. Where could be the connection with the
reality and with the interests of the children if you separate activities between
mathematics, language, history or sciences? These subdivisions, used by the
primary school, engender an artificial approach of the learning’s. In this domain
as in others, kindergarten can assert its specificity in front of the other levels of
education.

Preschool education is a world in perpetual development... How should
preschool pedagogy go forward and adapt itself in the 21st century? This question

must of course be dealt with by all specialists, and in this field as in others, contacts
between researchers from all countries are essential. That’s why I was so happy
to have had the opportunity to visit Bulgaria and meet colleagues around our
respective works and about the current evolution of kindergartens. This article
quickly develops some considerations issued from my last visit, and specifically
from some meetings and discussions which I have had during it. I sincerely hope to
have yet this kind of opportunity in the future...
