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Editorial

Dear readers,

The Covid-19 pandemic has come out of nowhere and has changed our
lives in no time. The accumulated global human capital, undoubtedly one of
the main sources of wealth in our society, seems to have come under serious
threat. It is in this sense that we can say that the crisis we have been living
in for two years now can be viewed as a kind of test: who has been prepared
for such a challenge, how far we have come, how we have adapted to the new
reality. In fact, more and more people are convinced that we are facing absolute
uncertainty, accompanied by high ambiguity and blurring of the attitudes and
prospects of life. But there is also a growing confidence that together we will
overcome the difficulties. And the key word here is “together.”

In response to all these challenges affecting higher education as well and
in order to unite the efforts of academic communities throughout the world in
search of new practices and solutions, a team from the Faculty of Classical and
Modern Philology in co-operation with the Al-Farabi Scientific, Educational
and Cultural Center and the Centre for Eastern Languages and Cultures at
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”, developed and implemented a
thematic project funded by the Research Fund of Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” in 2021. Within the framework of the project "Digitalization and
education in the context of the Kovid-19 pandemic: practices and innovations
in higher education in Bulgaria and the countries of Central Asia (Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan) and Iran" a series of webinars with five
universities from Central Asia and Iran were held.

The aim of the project has been to create an opportunity for critical rethinking,
analysis and exchange of experience in regard to the digitalization of higher
education in Bulgaria, Central Asia and Iran during the COVID-19 pandemic by
inviting representatives of various universities from these countries and professors
and students from Sofia University. The focus has also been on building a partnership
network for the creation of joint programs and research projects by exchanging
experience and attracting specialists who can participate in the preparation of
projects for participation in international educational programs and the development
of the cooperation within the Global Partnership for Education (GPE), which plays
an active role in supporting education systems in Central Asia and Iran.

The online meetings have been attended by senior lecturers, researchers
and members of the administrative boards from partner universities and other
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educational institutions in the region. The issue that have been discussed in
detail and amid the growing interest of the respective academic communities
included the risks, challenges and resources of distance learning during
Covid-19 in an e-academic environment. The key speakers presented the
theoretical and methodological foundations of the transformations of higher
education in the context of the Covid-19 pandemic. They shared specific
practices in the process of digitalization of education and governance, and in
the internalization of the universities. The exchange of views on the digital
transition of higher education and science in the partner universities of
Central Asia has opened new vistas for further discussions and cooperation
within the partner network and has outlined the most important trends in the
digitalization of higher education in Bulgaria and Central Asia establishing a
working partnership between the participating academic institutions.

As a general conclusion, we can say that the Covid-19 crisis has definitely
posed serious challenges to higher education, but has also opened new
opportunities. Sofia University and its partner universities that has participated
in this project have shown that they strive to integrate global trends into their
educational, research and social activities based on specific practices and
innovations in teaching, research and internationalization. The challenges of
university partnerships have also provoked us to search together and promote
effective practices suitable not only for the present but also for the distant future.

The efforts of the team of Sofia University to be a mediator for the exchange
and dissemination of educational, research, and cultural practices have been
met with enthusiasm by the partner universities.

The present collection of articles has gathered some of the most interesting
presentations from the keynote speakers and the participants in the five webinars
from Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” and from the partner universities
in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan. The authors have tried to systematize the
directions of digitalization of higher education, to determine the impact on the
learning content and on the students, to outline both the positive changes and the
negative consequences of the online education for the stakeholders as a result of
the introduction of the new digital technologies in the partner universities. Part
of the articles also discuss some important views on the internationalization of
the national education systems in the context of the Covid-19 pandemic. There
is a specific focus on the dialogue between the European Union and Central Asia
which includes regular exchanges of experience and good practices, review
of the development of the education systems and policies, in the two regions
and an in-depth analysis of key issues, academic research and the exchange of
knowledge on horizontal and sectoral issues.

We cordially thank the management of the Az-buki National Publishing
House and the scientific journal “Pedagogika-Pedagogy” for the opportunity
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to publish the articles that have been written on the basis of the exchange of

views during the webinars!
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
