JUBILEE EMILIYAN STANEV CONFERENCE

“Emiliyan Stanev”” House-Museum
Veliko Tarnovo

On the 28™ of February 2017 it has been 100 years since the birth of Emiliyan
Stanev — a classic writer of Bulgarian literature. The anniversary was celebrated in
his city of birth, Veliko Tarnovo, and other cities across the country. A documentary
exhibition, movie about the writer and a collection of his books were presented.

On the 27" and 28" of April 2017 the “Emiliyan Stanev — tradition and
modernity” national science conference was held. It was organized with the joint
efforts of the Veliko Tarnovo University “St. St. Cyril and Methodius”, the National
museum of literature and the National library “P.R. Slaveykov” — Veliko Tarnovo.

Thirty Bulgarian scientists and a representative of the Warsaw University
participated in the conference. Emiliyan Stanev’s art is exceptionally diverse:
short stories and fairy tales for children, short stories about life in the 30s and 40s
of XX century, novelettes and novels. The diversity of the author’s works was the
basis of the scientific reports, varying in their content, and grouped into separate
topical cores.

The conference was opened by Prof. Svetlozar Igov, one of Stanev’s most
discerning analysts, with his report on courtyard and homestead utopias in the
works of Leo Tolstoy, Ivan Vazov, Yordan Yovkov and Emiliyan Stanev. Prof.
Hristo Trendafilov of the Shumen University talked about the central European
sources in the late years of Stanev’s career. Ewelina Dzieweczka from the
University of Warsaw presented her report “Emiliyan Stanev — a Christian thinker
or a nihilist? On the view of life distances in the Bulgarian theory of literature”
on the evangelical themes in his works. Maria Ogoyska from the New Bulgarian
University presented her view on a similar topic. Prof. M. Nedelchev chose to
discuss the genre specificities in Emiliyan Stanev’s lyrical prose.

Assoc. Prof. Plamen Antov and Prof. Petar Stefanov shed some light on the
animalistic motives the writer used.

A huge portion of reports was based on the author’s most renowned work, the
novelette “The peach thief”. Dr. Ekaterina Petkova read a report about its potential
to define meanings through its intertextual references as presented in the Bulgarian
8™t grade literary education. Al. Hristov discussed the specifics of faces in the
novelette, M. Trifonova compared the love which never comes to be in “The peach
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thief” and “White roses” by Yordan Yovkov, while Dr. Iliyana Dimitrova drew
attention on Boyko Iliev’s dramatization of the same work.

Two reports discussed the overlooked novelette “In a silent night”, which was
created to popularize “The peach thief”, but not lacking its own artistic merits. Prof.
D. Mikhailov and Dr. Maya Angelova presented reports about it.

Reports by Prof. Antoaneta Alipieva, Assoc. Prof. Violeta Russeva, Assoc.
Prof. A. Buyuklieva and Assoc. Prof. Alexandra Antonova paid special attention
to Stanev’s novel “Antichrist”. The first day of the conference ended with a report
by Assoc. Prof. Plamen Doynov titled “Emiliyan Stanev as a representative of
Socioparency”. It caused an expected discussion among participants.

The conference’s second day saw reports by Prof. Nikolay Dimitrov and Dr.
Marina Vladeva, based on the “Chairvoyant” novelette by Emiliyan Stanev.
Prof. Sava Sivriev discussed the evangelical and apocryphal story in the novel
“Lazarus and Jesus”, while Prof. Venelin Grudkov pointed out details to Stanev’s
novels. Katya Zografova’s report was focused on the female characters in the
author’s works.

A separate group of researches were done to highlight relations and collaborations
between Stanev and other writers. Ivan Stankov put light onto Emiliyan Stanev’s
character in the works of his friend Yordan Radichkov. Prof. Antonia Velkova-
Gaydardjieva presented Stanev’s spot in P. Alipiev’s writing. Prof. Dora Koleva
reviewed the complex intertwining of P. Yavorov and Stanev’s artistic universes.
Dr. Radka Pencheva uncovered the image of Stanev in the newly published diary
of Acad. Peter Dinekov. Dr. Kremena Miteva’s report on Prof. Ivan Sarandev as a
researcher of Stanev was a special highlight to the conference.

Based on what was listed above one can observe a comprehensive review of
Emiliyan Stanev’s career as an author. New research enriches what the public
knows about the writer, and adds new knowledge to the interpretation of his
works, with consideration of his past. Discussions held after each topical core
were exceptionally valuable. In that way each participant could express their own
opinion in order to add side-notes and clarifications. The reports are soon expected
to be included in a collection.

The conference ended with a showing of the Emiliyan Stanev documentary
“The Eternal Hunting Fields” directed by Docho Bodzhakov.
